Yeah, it’s a great day. great day. great day to play.

DAISY:

Don’t pay any attention to them.

MITTENS:

REX:

aww come on. come on and play.

SPOT:

yeah. we can run and jump.

CHA-CHA:

that sounds like fun. Come on girls.

MITTENS AND DAISY:

Cha-cha!

CHA-CHA:

well it does. I’m bored. We sit around and do nothing
